Finn MacCool and the Giant's Causeway

It is never sensible to pick a fight with someone bigger than you,



as the famous Irish Giant Finn MacCool found out.
Lucky he had such a clever wife!

Ulster is the most Northern of Ireland’s ancient kingdoms. Its landscape is fabulously beautiful — it
has towering cliffs and rocky hills, winding rivers and scooped-out lakes that look like they could
have been made by the hands of slightly crazy giants.

There are many stone tombs here, five thousand years old, made of enormous boulders that could
not possibly be lifted by one man, or even a whole family of ordinary men. For many years the local
people have named them “Giant’s Graves”

Stories are told of one great Irish Giant, Finn MacCool?’, whose most fearsome enemies were the
Scottish giants. Finn was so angry, and determined to get at them, that he built a whole causeway
from Ulster across the sea to Scotland. He built it of unusual six-sided cobblestones, so they would
fit neatly together like a honeycomb, and they made a very pretty pavement indeed!

One day he shouted a challenge to the Scottish giant Benandonner, The Red Man, to cross the
causeway and fight him. But as soon as he saw the Scot getting closer and closer on the causeway,
he realised Benandonner was much, much bigger than he had imagined! Finn skidaddled back home
to the Fort-of-Allen in County Kildare, and told his wife he’d picked a fight but had thought better
of it now.

Finn heard the stamping feet of Benandonner from Kilcock, and when those feet got to
Robertstown, Finn had to stuff five pounds of moss into each ear. Red Man’s spear was as tall and
thick as a Round-Tower, and he used it to knock on the door of the Fort-of-Allen. Finn would not
answer the door, so his wife shoved him in the great bath with a couple of sheets over him.

Finn’s wife, Oonagh, thought quickly. She opened the door to Benandonner saying,

“Sure it’s a pity but Finn is away hunting deer in County Kerry. Would you like to come in anyway
and wait? I’ll show you into the Great Hall to sit down after your journey.”

Oonagh invited Red Man to look around the room, and showed him what she said were some of
Finn’s possessions.

“Would you like to put your spear down? Just there next to Finn’s” - It was a huge fir tree with a
pointed stone at the top.

“Over there is Finn’s shield.” - It was a block of building-oak as big as four chariot-wheels.
“Finn’s late for his meal. Will you eat it if I cook his favourite?”

Oonagh cooked a cake of griddle-bread — baked with the iron griddle pressed inside it. Red Man bit
it hungrily, and broke three front teeth. The meat was a strip of hard fat nailed to a block of red
timber; two back teeth cracked. He was given a five-gallon bucket of honey-beer to drink.

Oonagh threw a loaf of bread to the huge baby in the bath-cradle and, peeping out from a huge
sheet-like dress and bonnet was Finn MacCool himself, contentedly sucking his thumb.
Benandonner said he wasn’t much good with babies. The honey-beer made him feel woozy, and he
asked to go outside to clear his head.

He was the son of Cumbhall — leader of the Fianna — and Muirne, daughter of the druid Tadg mac Nuadat who
lived on the hill of Almu in County Kildare. Fionn’s hounds, Bran and Sceolan, were once human themselves. He is
also linked to the infamous Giant Causeway. Finn means ‘fair’ and he earned this nickname because of his fair hair.
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Oonagh showed Red Man out, where the gardens were scattered about with boulders as tall as the
giant.

“Finn and his friends play catch with these rocks. Finn practises by throwing one over the Fort, then
running round to catch it before it falls.”

Of course Red Man tried, but it was so heavy he could only just lift it above his head before
dropping it. The blow only ricked his neck - luckily the Scotsman’s head was very hard. But it was
also full of good sense. He thanked Oonagh for her hospitality and said he would wait no longer,
but return to Scotland before the tide came in.

Finn leapt from the cradle, thanked Oonagh for her shrewdness, and chased Benandonner out of
Ireland. Passing Portadown, County Antrim, Finn scooped a huge clod of earth out of the ground to
fling at the retreating Scot. The hole filled up with water and became the biggest Lough in Ireland —

became The Isle of Man!!

And both giants tore up the Giant’s Causeway, just leaving the ragged ends at the two shores! And if
you go to the North coast of Ulster, or to Staffa, the nearest isle of Scotland, you may visit them

today — the ends of the beautiful causeway!

Aotearoa

Aotearoa(often translated as "land of the
long white cloud") is the current Maori name
for New Zealand, and is also used in New
Zealand English. It is unknown whether
Maori had a name for the whole country
before the arrival of Europeans, with
Aotearoa originally referring to just the
North Island. Abel Tasman sighted New
Zealand in 1642 and called it Staten Landt,
supposing it was connected to a landmass of
the same name at the southern tip of South
America. In 1645 Dutch cartographers
renamed the land Nova Zeelandia after the
Dutch province of Zeeland. British explorer
James Cook subsequently anglicised the
name to New Zealand.



Kiwi (people)

Kiwi is the nickname used internationally for
people from New Zealand, as well as being a
relatively common self-reference. The name derives
from the kiwi, a flightless bird, which is native to,
and the national symbol of, New Zealand. Unlike
many demographic labels, its usage 1is not

considered offensive; it is generally viewed as a
symbol of pride and endearment for the people of
New Zealand.

History

Wool has historically been one of New Zealand's
major exports.

New Zealand, many troops stayed in Europe
(particularly at Beacon Hill, near Bulford on the
Salisbury Plain, where they carved a chalk kiwi
into the hill in 1918) for months or years until
transport home could be arranged.

In the early 1900s New Zealanders were referred
to as Maorilanders,this usage was still in place
near the end of World War 1.

The Oxford English Dictionary gives the first use
of the 'Kiwi' to mean 'New Zealander' in 1918, in
the New Zealand Expeditionary ForceChronicles.
The nickname 'Kiwis' for New Zealand servicemen
eventually became common usage in all war
theatres.

The first official use of the term by a New Zealand
sports team was by the New Zealand Rugby
League team on its 1938 Tour of Australia, though
the term had been colloquially applied to this team
for some time.

Following World War II the term was gradually
attributed to all New Zealanders and today,
throughout the world they are referred to as Kiwis,
as well as often referring to themselves that way.
Spelling of the word Kiwi, when used to describe
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The first New Zealanders to be widely known
as Kiwis were the military. The Regimental
Signs for all New Zealand regiments feature
the kiwi, including those that fought in the
Second Boer War (from 11 October 1899
until 31 May 1902 between the British
Empire and the Afrikaans-speaking Dutch
settlers of two independent Boer republics),
then with the Australian and New Zealand
Army Corps in World War I. Much of the
interaction between regiments and locals was
done under the respective Regimental Sign,
and the kiwi came to mean first the men of
regiments and then all New Zealanders. Due
to the relative isolation of



the people, is often capitalised, and takes the plural
form Kiwis. The bird's name is spelt with a lower-
case k and, being a word of Maori origin, normally
stays as kiwi when pluralised. Thus, two Kiwis
refers to two people, whereas two kiwi refers to
two birds. This linguistic nicety is well
exemplified by the BNZ Save the Kiwi
Conservation Trust, which uses the slogan "Kiwis
saving kiwi".

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Text 1
Education system
Education systems in the UK have evolved over hundreds of years, and are subject to rigorous
quality standards. Here's how it works.

Education in the UK is compulsory for everyone between the ages of five and sixteen, and is
provided by two kinds of schools: state-funded schools and independent (fee-charging)
schools. The UK has two distinct systems of courses and qualifications: one for England,
Wales and Northern Ireland, and one for Scotland, each compatible with the other.

Pre-school or pre-preparatory education

Pre-school education is available in both the independent and the state systems. Many children
start their education at the age of three or four at a nursery school or in the nursery class at a
primary school.

Preparatory education

In the independent system, preparatory (or primary) education is available for children aged five
to thirteen. Many international students enter at the age of seven, often as boarders, and then
transfer to a secondary school in the independent system when they are either eleven or
thirteen.

Primary education
Most UK children enter the state education system when they go to primary school at the age of
five and generally move to secondary school or college at the age of eleven.

Secondary education (including GCSEs and equivalents)

All UK secondary schools, both state and independent, teach pupils at least until the age of
sixteen and prepare them for GCSEs or equivalent qualifications. Significant numbers of
international students enter the UK secondary education system when they are either eleven or
thirteen. Many attend independent boarding schools.

Post-sixteen education (including A-levels and equivalents)

After completing compulsory education at the age of sixteen, students may legally leave school
and start work. Most, however, study A-levels or equivalent qualifications as sixth-form
students in a school, sixth-form college or college of further education. International students
often enter the education system at this point, e.g. taking an A-level course in preparation for
further or higher education in the UK.

Post-eighteen education
Sixth-formers usually finish their secondary education at the age of eighteen with A-levels or
equivalent qualifications, then go on to study at either further or higher education level.

Further education (FE) (including career based courses and some degree courses) This is the
term used to describe education and training that takes place after the school-leaving age of
sixteen. Over six hundred FE colleges, both state-funded and independent, offer a very wide
range of programmes, including English language courses, some GCSEs, A-levels and other
equivalents, career based courses, access courses and some degree courses.

Higher education (HE) (including degree courses, postgraduate programmes and MBAs)
This is the term used to describe the education and training that takes place at universities,
colleges and institutes offering studies at degree level and higher. The UK has over ninety



universities and more than fifty HE colleges offering a wide range of courses, most of which
lead to degrees or equivalent qualifications, postgraduate qualifications or MBAs.

Text 2
About the British Education System
If you are not familiar with the British education system, it can be a little confusing. Read this
guide if you are not sure what the difference is between the exams, or why and when they are
taken.
Students in England study General Certificate of Secondary Education (GCSE) over two
years, from the age of 15, and take GCSE exams at the end of this period. These are the final
years of their compulsory high school education. At this point, students can either leave school
and get a job, or go on to further studies.
The most traditional route for students wishing to go to university is to stay on at school or attend
college for a two-year A Level course. This will allow the student to apply for any degree
course at any university, providing they meet the entry requirements.
Alternatively, if a student has already decided on a path of study or career, they can take a
Foundation course which will give in-depth tuition in that chosen area of specialisation and is a
fast-track preparation course for a university degree in that subject.
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General Certificate of Secondary Education (GCSE)

What are GCSEs?

GCSEs are the main examinations taken by UK students to complete the first stage of
secondary or high school education. Once you have completed your GCSE programmes,
you’ll be ideally placed to progress to A Level, Foundation or equivalent.

What subjects can I study?

There is a broad and exciting range of GCSE subjects to choose from. Some subjects at this level
are compulsory and others are optional.

Core subjects: Mathematics, English, and Computer Studies.

Optional subjects: Accounting, Art, Biology, Business Studies, Chemistry, Economics,
Geography, Natural Economy and Physics.

What do GCSEs consist of?
Depending on which subjects you choose, you Il receive lessons taught in the classroom or
laboratory. In some cases you’ll also take part in educational field trips.
You’ll be expected to complete homework and independent or group research projects. 7o ensure
that you make progress, regular testing is also a feature of most GCSE programmes.
How will I be assessed?
For each GCSE subject that you take, you’ll receive a final grade from A* (highest) to G. Your
GCSE result will depend on the outcome of one or more methods of assessment:

o Exams that are externally marked and graded.

e Continuous assessment during your course, for example, coursework assignments and

practical experiments.

Please note: The proportion of coursework to exams will depend on the subject, and the timing of
your exams and coursework will vary.
What do my GCSE grades mean?
They are a measure of your achievement at UK secondary or high school level. Also, they assess
your ability to progress to A Level or an equivalent standard. Some universities specify
minimum grades in certain subjects as part of their entrance requirements. Later on, some
companies will only consider your application if you have achieved specific grades in particular

subjects.
What else will I gain from studying GCSEs?




Studying such a broad range of subjects will help you to decide what you are really interested
in. If you want fo progress toA Level, studying GCSEs will give you the ideal grounding. You
will develop:
e Your ability to think critically
e Research and analysis skills
o Study techniques
o Team working ability
Advanced Level (A Level)
What are A Levels?
A levels are studied typically between the ages of 16-18 in England, Wales and Northern
Ireland, although mature students are also encouraged. They remain the most popular route into
UK higher education institutions.
How many subjects do I take?
To gain entry to a top UK university you’ll need 3 or 4 good A Level grades, although if you’re
exceptionally talented you can take 5 subjects.
What subjects can I study?
There is a broad range of A levels for you to choose from, including Business, Science, Arts and
Humanities subjects. However, some recommend the following choices in preparation for
specific degree areas:
e Science, Medicine and Engineering: Maths, Further Maths, Physics, Chemistry and
Biology.
o Business, Humanities and Law: Maths, Economics, Accountancy, Business Studies,
English Literature and Psychology.
What do A Levels consist of?
Each A Level consists of 6 units which are studied in two stages:
o Stage 1 — Advanced Subsidiary (AS) level: You’ll study 3 modules and upon completion
you’ll be awarded an AS Level.
o Stage 2 — A2 level: You’ll study the second set of 3 units which will take your AS level to
a full A Level.
Please note: When you have completed the A2 Level, your AS Level grade is transferred to one A
Level grade. If you decide not to continue to A2 Level, you can keep your AS Level grade. This
can still be used as part of your application to university.
What do my grades mean?
For each A Level subject you take, you’ll receive a grade from A—E. The entrance requirements
for the university courses you’ve applied for will be expressed as either:
e Grades: AAB, BCC or CCC for example.
e A UCAS Tariff score: 360, 300 or 280 for example.
Many companies will also evaluate your application for a job on the basis of your A Level
grades, as well as your degree.
What else will I gain from taking A Levels?
In addition to academic study, the aim of A Level study is to develop important competences:
Independent thinking, study skills, team working, research and analysis. It will also help you to
decide what you would like to study at degree level.
Foundation courses
What is a Foundation course?
Foundation programmes are designed to lead to acceptance onto a degree course at
university. They typically last between 9 months and 2 years.
Why should I study a Foundation course?
If you can answer yes to any of these questions, a Foundation course could be for you:
e Do you need to improve your English or academic study skills before degree level study?
e Do you lack the formal qualifications needed to enter a British university?
e Do you require knowledge of a particular academic subject area to gain entry to a degree?

What is an IQ Score?

Originally, IQ, or Intelligence Quotient, was used to detect persons of lower intelligence,
and to detect children of lower intelligence in order to place them in special education programs.
The first 1Q tests were designed to compare a child's intelligence to what his or her intelligence
"should be" as compared to the child's age. If the child was significantly "smarter" than a "normal"
child of his or her age, the child was given a higher score, and if the child scored lower than
expected for a child of his or her age, the child was given a lower 1Q score.

Today IQ testing is used not primarily for children, but for adults. Today we attempt to write
tests that will determine an adult's true mental potential, unbiased by culture, and compare scores to
the scores of other adults who have taken the same test. So today we compare an adult's objective
results to the objective results of other adults, and determine how intelligent each test taker is
compared to all other test takers, instead of comparing test takers to an arbitrary age related
standard.

1.Q. (intelligence quotient) in general, is an assessment of your ability to think and reason.
1Q score is a standardized way of comparing this ability with the majority of people the same age as
you are. A score of 100 means that compared to these people in your general age group that you
have basically an average intelligence. Most psychologists would say those scoring in a range of 95
to 105 are of a normal intelligence or have an average 1Q. Actual IQ score may vary plus or minus
five points since it is very difficult to get an I1Q score with complete accuracy. Keep in mind, there
are many outside factors that may have a negative impact on your score. For instance, if you are not
feeling well at the time of taking the test. Or perhaps you are distracted by something on that
particular day. These things may affect your score. Additionally, IQ is not the be all end all of a
person's abilities in life. 1Q score fails to measure things such as manual dexterity (obviously),
musical talent, and a slew of other abilities that may lead one to many different successes in life.
However, your score on an IQ test will give you a pretty accurate indication of the ability you
possess to think, reason and solve problems which can often be critical in many phases of your life.

1Q Facts and Figures

e International IQ charts place Hong Kong at the top of the IQ world with citizens
averaging 107. South Korea, Japan, and Taiwan and Singapore follow. The US ranks
18th.

e The average IQ in America is 98. New Hampshire residents have the highest IQs,
averaging 104, followed by Oregon and Massachusetts at 103. The lower figures reside
in Mississippi and South Carolina, where the average 1Q is 94.

e After the last Presidential election, a study was done that indicated states with lower
average 1Qs voted for George Bush and those with higher IQs for John Kerry.

e 0.1% of the world's population has an 1Q of 145 or above, the level required to be
deemed profoundly gifted.

e Experts have been able to compile a list of causes of mental retardation (from "mild" at
1Qs between 50 and 70 to "profound" at 20 or below) but are still largely uncertain about
specific causes of genius.

e According to a 2007 study, orangutans are the most intelligent non-human primate,
followed by chimpanzees, spider monkeys, langurs, and macaques.

e Chimpanzees, parrots, and dolphins typically have 1Qs between 35 and 49. In a human,
these numbers would suggest moderate retardation.

e Some studies show that children who are breastfed have 1Qs of up to 10 points higher by
age 3 than children restricted to bottles.
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e According to a Danish study, people with lower IQs are at greater risk of sustaining a
concussion.

e Research has shown that US children gain about 3.5 1Q points during each year they are
in school.

e A New York City study of 1 million students discovered that removing preservatives,
dyes, and artificial flavors from school lunches increased 1Q test scores by 14%.

Art Nouveau ([ar nu vo], anglicised/'a:t nu:vou/) is an international movement and style of art,
architecture and applied art — especially the decorative arts — that peaked in popularity at the turn of
the 20th century (1890-1905). The name 'Art nouveau' is French for 'new art', it is also known as
Jugendstil, German for 'youth style', named after the magazine Jugend, which promoted it. A
reaction to academic art of the 19th century, it is characterized by organic, especially floral and
other plant-inspired motifs, as well as highly-stylized, flowing curvilinear forms. Art Nouveau is an
approach to design according to which artists should work on everything from architecture to
furniture, making art part and philosophy of everyday life.

Art Nouveau's fifteen-year peak was strongly felt throughout Europe — from Glasgow to Moscow to
Spain — but its influence was global. Hence, it is known in various guises with frequent localized
tendencies. In France, Hector Guimard's metro entrances shaped the landscape of Paris and Emile
Gall¢é was at the center of the school of thought in Nancy. Victor Horta had a decisive impact on
architecture in Belgium. Magazines like Jugend helped spread the style in Germany, especially as a
graphic artform, while the Vienna Secessionists influenced art and architecture throughout Austria-



Hungary. Art Nouveau was also a movement of distinct individuals such as Gustav Klimt, Charles
Rennie Mackintosh, Alfons Mucha, René Lalique, Antoni Gaudi and Louis Comfort Tiffany, each
of whom interpreted it in their own individual manner.

Other local names of the style were associated with the characteristics of its forms, its practitioners
and their works, and schools of thought or study where it was popular. Moreover, many terms
approximate the idea of "newness." Before the term "Art Nouveau" became accepted in France, Le
Modern Style ("the modern style") was the more frequent designation. Arte joven ("young art) in
Spain, Arte nuova ("new art") in Italy, and Nieuwe kunst ("new art") in the Netherlands, modepn
"new", "contemporary") in Russia all continue this theme. In similar manner, its modern
characteristics gave way to the label of CatalanModernisme in Barcelona. Many names refer
specifically to the organic forms that were popular with the Art Nouveau artists: Stile Floreal
("floral style"), Lilienstil ("lily style"), Style Nouille ("noodle style"), Stile Vermicelli ("macaroni",
or "little worm" style), Bandwurmstil ("tapeworm style"), Paling Stijl ("eel style"), and Wellenstil
("wave style™).

In other cases, important examples, well-known artists, and associated locations influenced the
names. Hector Guimard's Paris Métro entrances, for example, provided the term Style Métro, the
popularity in Italy of Art Nouveau designs from London's Liberty & Co departmentstoreresulted in
its being known as the Stile Liberty ("Liberty style"), and, in the United States, it became known as
the "Tiffany style” due to its connection to Louis Comfort Tiffany. In Austria, a localized form of
Art Nouveau was practiced by artists of the Vienna Secession, and it is, therefore, known as the
Sezessionstil ("Secession style”). In the United Kingdom, it is associated with the activities of
Charles Rennie Mackintosh in Glasgow, and is often known as the "' Glasgow"’ style.

Character of Art Nouveau

Although Art Nouveau took on distinctly localized tendencies as its geographic spread increased
some general characteristics are indicative of the form. A description published in Panmagazine
of Hermann Obrist's wall-hanging Cyclamen (1894) described it as "sudden violent curves
generated by the crack of a whip", which became well-known during the early spread of Art
Nouveau. Subsequently, not only did the work itself become better-known as The Whiplash, but
the term "whiplash" is frequently applied to the characteristic curves employed by Art Nouveau
artists. Such decorative "whiplash" motifs, formed by dynamic, undulating, and flowing lines
in a syncopated rhythm, are found throughout the architecture, painting, sculpture, and other
forms of Art Nouveau design.

How was Art Nouveau presented in Great Britain? Read on and say.

In the United Kingdom, Art Nouveau developed out of the Arts and Crafts Movement. The
first stirrings of an Art Nouveau "movement" can be recognized in the 1880s, in a handful of
progressive designs such as the architect-designer Arthur Mackmurdo's book cover design for his
essay on the city churches of Sir Christopher Wren, published in 1883. Some free-flowing wrought
iron from the 1880s could also be adduced, or some flat floral textile designs, most of which owed
some impetus to patterns of High Victorian design. The most important center in Britain eventually
became Glasgow, with the creations of Charles Rennie Mackintosh and his circle.

The Edward Everard building in Bristol, built in 1900-1 to house the printing works of Edward
Everard, features an Art Nouveau facade. The figures depicted are of Johannes Gutenberg, and

66



William Morris, both eminent in the field of printing. A winged figure symbolises the Spirit of
Light, while a figure holding a lamp and mirror symbolises light and truth.

Who was perhaps one of the most unusual representatives of Art Nouveau in architecture?
What country was he from? Read and check your ideas.
In Spain, the movement was centered in Barcelona and was an essential element of the Catalan
movement Modernisme. Architect Antoni Gaudi, whose decorative architectural style is so highly
personal that he is sometimes seen as practising an artistic language separate from Art Nouveau, is
nonetheless united with the movement by his use of floral and organic forms. His designs from
around 1903, the Casa Batll6 (1904—-1906) and Casa Mila (1906—1908), are most closely related to the
stylistic elements of Art Nouveau. However, famous structures such as the Sagrada Familia
characteristically contrast the modernizing Art Nouveau tendencies with revivalist Neo-Gothic.
Besides the dominating presence of Gaudi, Lluis Doménech i Montaner also explored the Art
Nouveau language in Barcelona in buildings such as the Casa Lle6 Morera (1905).

The Architecture of Happiness
Four reviewers comment on philosopher Alain De Botton’s book called The Architecture of
Happiness.
A
Alain de Botton is a brave and highly intelligent writer who writes about complex subjects,
clarifying the arcane for the layman. Now, with typical self-assurance, he has turned to the subject
ofarchitecture. The essential theme of his book is how architecture influences mood and behaviour.
It is not about the specifically architectural characteristics of space and design, but much more
about the emotions that architecture inspires in the users of buildings. Yet architects do not normally
talk nowadays very much about emotion and beauty. They talk about design and function. De
Botton's message, then, is fairly simple but worthwhile precisely because it is simple, readable and
timely. His commendable aim is to encourage architects, and society more generally, to pay more
attention to thepsychological consequences of design in architecture: architecture should be treated
as somethingthat affects all our lives, our happiness and well-being.
B
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Alain de Botton raises important, previously unasked, questions concerning the quest for beauty
in architecture, or its rejection or denial. Yet one is left with the feeling that he needed the help
and support of earlier authors on the subject to walk him across the daunting threshold of
architecture itself. And he is given to making extraordinary claims: ‘Architecture is perplexing ... in
how inconsistent is its capacity to generate the happiness on which its claim to our attention is
founded.” If architecture's capacity to generate happiness is inconsistent, this might be because
happiness has rarely been something architects think about. De Botton never once discusses the
importance of such dull, yet determining, matters as finance or planning laws, much less inventions
such as the lift or reinforced concrete. He appears to believe that architects are still masters of their
art, when increasingly they are cogs in a global machine for building in which beauty, and how de
Botton feels about it, are increasingly beside the point.

C

In The Architecture of Happiness, Alain de Botton has a great time making bold and
amusing judgements about architecture, with lavish and imaginative references, but anyone in
search of privileged insights into the substance of building design should be warned that he is not
looking at drain schedules or pipe runs. He worries away, as many architects do, at how inert
material things can convey meaning and alter consciousness. Although he is a rigorous thinker,
most of de Botton’s revelations, such as the contradictions in Le Corbusier's theory and practice, are
not particularly new.

However, this is an engaging and intelligent book on architecture and something
everyone, professionals within the field in particular, should read.

Do we want our buildings merely to shelter us, or do we also want them to speak to us? Can the
right sort of architecture even improve our character? Music mirrors the dynamics of our
emotional lives. Mightn’t architecture work the same way? De Botton thinks so, and in 7The
Architecture of Happiness he makes the most of this theme on his jolly trip through the world of
architecture. De Botton certainly writes with conviction and, while focusing on happiness can be
a lovely way to make sense of architectural beauty, it probably won’t be of much help in
resolving conflicts of taste.
